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	The Brest FEZ

The Brest FEZ territory totals 8000 ha and comprises three development areas: 
“Kozlovichi”, “Airport”, and the production areas of the biggest Brest industrial enterprises, located within the city boundaries. 

The Brest FEZ development areas dispose of well-developed transport-engineering infrastructure, which allows practically all possible kinds of production processes, including power-consuming industries. Vacant land plots for future residents are available. It is possible to choose production areas for lease with their further purchase. 
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Development areas
1. “Kozlovichi” area
“Kozlovichi” development area totaling 5873 ha is located to the north-west of Brest alongside the Belarusian-Polish state border. It adjoins the biggest truck border crossing check point with the European Union “Kukuryki-Kozlovichi”.
The area is intersected by the highway M1-E30. It is a dynamically developing settlement area of the Brest FEZ with existing engineering and transport infrastructure.
 2. “Airport” area
“Airport” area totaling 1200 ha is situated to the east of Brest and adjoins the international highway E -30 Berlin-Warsaw-Brest-Minsk-Moscow. It is a perspective territory for investing in new production capacities creation. Just here, a modern industrial infrastructure with available gas, water, electricity and communication lines is built and a network of roads and passages is constructed. “Airport” area is being dynamically developed as an industrial subzone. This is a territory for new production buildings construction. “Airport” area is a priority production and social-activity territory of the Brest FEZ. 
The area development is stimulated by location on its territory Brest international all-weather airport of 1 class with available runway of 2600 meters long. It allows handling jumbo-jets.
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Brest FEZ Today 
The best prove of efficiency of the Brest FEZ is the dynamics of its development. Presently, 64 companies from 16 countries do business in the Brest FEZ,  USD 530  mln. ( 420 mln. EURO) of investments have been already in work here. The major investor countries are  Russia,  Great Britain,Poland. 
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An analysis of the Brest FEZ enterprises operation reveals the high efficiency of the FEZ residents activities. The volume of industrial output grows annually by 1.2 times. In 2008 the turnover reached $ 750 million USD( 590 million EURO). At the same time the products originating from the Brest FEZ are of high quality, up-to-date and competitive. 
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1. Access to EU/CIS
Investors have direct access to the UN/CIS market (Poland, Ukraine, Russia, Kazakhstan) with the population of 350 million people. 

2. Advantageous geographic location and well-developed infrastructure 
It is located in the center of Europe with main Pan-European transport corridors. The region is characterized by well-developed telecommunication system, broad network of motorways for passengers and cargo shift to the states of Europe and Asia, railway lines equipped with a system of Russian/European gauge switching, all-weather international airport, as well as a water way linking the Brest River Port with the Black Sea through the Dnieper – Bug Channel. 

3. Highly-qualified personnel
Even at the USSR existence times the Republic of Belarus specialized in training of personnel for a vast variety of industries caused by lack of own rich natural resources. It is one of the most competitive countries in Europe as far as the training of personnel is regarded. Their average monthly salary is 300 EURO. 

4. High level of education and professional training
The availability of well-educated skilled industrious personnel possessing positive ethical and moral traits is characteristic of Belarus. The qualitative level of professional training is supplied by further education (universities, technical colleges, vocational schools, colleges). 

5. Tax privileges
The Brest FEZ residents pay considerably less amount of taxes and payments than non-residents.
They are released from a profit tax within first 5 years after declaring a profit as well. As a whole, tax burden is 40 % less than for non-residents. 

6. Direct foreign investment is the first-rank priority
The Government of the Republic of Belarus determined that the main priority for the Belarusian economy development should be a direct foreign investment (DFI) attraction. 

7. Financial support
There are national and regional state programs for development and support of businesses, including these with foreign capital. 

8. Excellent linguistic skills
Thanks to the region near-border location the inhabitants of Brest region can speak the languages of the neighboring states (Poland, Ukraine). The high level of the educational system ensures good knowledge in other foreign languages (English, German, French, and cetera) which are the compulsory subjects at the first and the second levels of education. 

9. High standards of life and the environment
The living conditions with well-developed social sphere services, unique nature, all modern facilities for life, work and interesting leisure spending are highly attractive in the region.

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Brest FEZ Administration
All the questions concerning what the Free Economic Zone is, what its operation conditions are, who shall be a FEZ resident, as well as, where and how the registration of FEZ residents is carried out. All these questions will be answered at the Brest FEZ Administration, the basic coordination and registration body of the FEZ. 

The Brest FEZ Administration functions are: 
- to provide assistance to and to consult the enterprises registered as the Brest FEZ residents during the period of their establishment and the period of their business activity; 
- to consider and appraise investment projects of home and foreign investors and to take concrete decision on their implementation; 
- to execute state registration of all economic entities in the FEZ and their registration as residents of the Brest FEZ; 
- to conclude with the Brest FEZ residents contracts on the terms of operation in the Brest FEZ; 
- to provide land lots for lease and to assist in the choice and giving into lease vacant production areas; 
- to co-ordinate with the regional and Republican state structures the placement of the suggested investment projects on the Brest FEZ territory; 
- to represent interests of the Brest FEZ residents in relations with the Republican bodies of state management and bodies of local management and self-government; 
- to organize and to hold the events (business meetings, co-operation burses, conferences and etcetera), aiming to support the favorable investment image of the Brest FEZ and its residents.

	Brest customs

	
	


Brest is one of the oldest cities of our country and it was always the centre of buoys international trade.  Full-flowing rivers of the Zapadnyj Bug and the Muhavec protected the settlement of ancient Brest citizens even better than the fortified walls and they also favoured the rapid growth of entrepreneurship, handicraft. Apparently these were the times when the first custom office appeared. The first documental proof of the foundation of the first custom office dates back to 1449. Till the present days was preserved the storehouse where were kept the goods and was realized the collection of taxes.  

The history of Brest custom is inseparably connected with the formation and development of custom history on the border. Modern custom service was grounded on November 20th 1939 when in it`s personnel were only two members Aleksandr Rolcevich  (the former head of Tuapsinskaya custom office ) and Nikolaj Shinkevich  (the inspector of one of Moscow customs ).  Since 1941 till 1944 years the custom office ceased its activity, was reformed several times including 1946, 1965 and so on. Minsk custom post also belonged to its structure.

With the growth of vehicles in the structure of Brest custom office was grounded in 1969 a new custom post  "Warshavskij most " and in 1984 another custom post "Kozlovichi". In 1999-2008years thanks to the efforts of the custom organ who was the client of the construction under the ingenious guidance of the deputy head of the custom office Ivan Peseckij on the governmental border with Poland and Ukraine was created the infrastructure of seven points of passing. 

In the process of the reorganization of the custom organs of the Republic of Belarus in 2008 Brest custom office became the largest one in the country.  In its zone of activity function more than 2 thousand objects of management and is secured the annual growth of the governmental budget by 500 milliards.  Every day at the custom are formalized near 1 thousand of cargo and passenger railway carriages, 1 thousand of auto railway trains, 5 thousand of passenger cars. Apart from these figures the members of the custom office daily meet and see off near 20 thousand of traveling citizens of different countries. Among them there are often the violators of custom regulations for whom the custom becomes the organ for investigation and confession on cases of contraband. Annually the members of the custom confiscate prohibited for transportation goods and objects representing historical and cultural value.   Some of them are placed in the unique museum "Spasennye hudozestvennye cennosty".

Apart from the fight against contraband, administrative infringements of law the custom solves the tasks on creation of the conditions contributing to the acceleration of goods turnover. Modern infrastructure provides the possibility of creating the transit attractiveness of transport corridors crossing the territory of the country.  The professionalism of the custom workers plays one of the most important roles in it too. 
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
